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I was given a vivid realization, which never left me, of how such talk places many 
sincere Christians on the outside, looking in. They are not necessarily lacking the 
experience of hearing God, but they do not understand the language or how 
their experience works. This leaves them feeling confused and deficient . . . and 
rightly makes them very uncomfortable. It undermines their confidence that they 
are fully acceptable to God.  . . .  
 
Up to that point I had rashly assumed that if you were really a Christian, then God 
spoke to you as a matter of course, and you knew it. I was sure that he spoke 
individually, and specifically about what he wanted each believer to do and that 
he also taught and made real to individuals the general truths all must believe in 
order to enter into life with him.
